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Facial Aging: A Study of Identical Twins

There is a recent study in our plastic surgery journal that looked at how identical twins age. The 
“age” old question of genetics versus environment. The results are obvious but worth mentioning.   

Identical twins provide an excellent control for studying genetic factors which we cannot control. 
On the other hand, environmental factors can be controlled and play a strong role in how gracefully 
we age. Consider the environmental elements that can have a significant effect on our 
appearance.  

Smoking- is no surprise. Each 10 years of smoking resulted in a 2 ½-year older appearance. Sun 
exposure is also associated with an older appearance between identical twins. The good news is 
that using skin protection such as sunscreen did lead to a more youthful look. Hormone 
replacement was actually associated with a younger appearance. Alcohol avoidance was another 
helpful habit. Marital status definitely has an impact. The stress of divorce adds about 1.7 years. A 
lesser known factor that is of somewhat importance is the use of antidepressants. Their use is 
associated with a significantly older appearance.  

So, make what you will of this list. Certainly, there are factors of which you have no control, but it 
may benefit you to pay attention to the things that you can control. Looking younger may be easier 
than you think.
